This fresh look at the Eucharist brings to light its reality as sacred meal, the sacrifice necessary for com-
munion with God, and the Real Presence of Christ This is foreshadowed in many parts of the Old Testament,
the once-and-for-all sacrifice that reunited humanity with God, and the Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity of
Christ, present through transubstantiation.
