Well, it appears that spring has finally sprung!  Winter really kept its claws in us.  I hope this means 
warmer weather, finally. 
 
PAPAL NEWS: 
The Holy Father, Pope Francis, has written a childrenôs book (the first Pope ever to do so!) and he is 
about to publish a book for teenagers.  The book for youth will be based on questions from young 
people throughout the world. 
 
The Pope recently visited a Vatican-sponsored soup kitchen and brought more than prayers with him.  
He came with tubs of gelato (creamy Italian ice cream) for the people there.  Apparently, the Pope 
made sure to bring his favorite flavor, caramel dulce de leche, a well-known flavor in Argentina, his 
home country. 
 
Pope Francis reminded us recently that the devil is real and that we are engaged in spiritual warfare.  
The Holy Father emphasized that Catholics should not be naµve to the temptations the devil puts  
before us. 
 
On a recent 2-day pilgrimage to two small towns in Italy, Molfetta and Alessano.  The Pope reminded 
everyone that ñthe eucharist is not simply a beautiful rite but the Eucharist is the most intimate, most 
concrete, most surprising communion one can have with God:  a communion of love so real that it 
takes the form of eatingéthe Christian life begins again at each Mass.ò 
 
Pope Francis has invited leaders of all Christian denominations in the Middle East to Italy in July to 
discuss how they can bring peace to the region.  The meeting will take place on July 7 in Bari, a city 
chosen because it houses the relics of St. Nicholas, a saint venerated by both the Eastern and Western 
branches of Christianity.  St. Nicholas is particularly honored in the countries of Syria, Iraq, Egypt 
and Lebanon. 
 
Pope Francis has appointed three women theologians to the Congregation for the Doctrine of the 
Faith.  This marks the first time that women and lay people were appointed to this important Congre-
gation.  In January of 2017, for the first time, Pope Francis appointed two women to the Congregation 
of Divine Worship.
