Marriage 
 

One of the tasks of Fr. Brian and myself is issuing sponsor forms.  Most dioceses require a sponsor 
eligibility form for a Catholic, i.e. a confirmed Catholic at least 16 years of age to be considered as a 
sponsor at the sacrament of Baptism, usually called a Godfather or Godmother, and at the sacraments 
of Confirmation.    There are two other conditions, the sponsor must be a Catholic who has received 
the sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist or Communion and Confirmation.   If they are married, which is 
not a requirement for sponsorship, they must have received the sacrament of marriage. The sacrament 
of Marriage is not just pronouncing your vows to Judge Judy at the catering hall or the beach.  This is 
not the sacrament.  There are special conditions for a marriage between Catholics and between a 
Catholic and a non-Catholic.  The vows must take place in a church and be witnessed by an ordained 
Catholic minister, i.e., a bishop, priest or deacon. The rite of Marriage may take place within the con-
text of a Mass or it may be a simple ceremony.  
 
The matrimonial covenant by which a man and woman establish a lifelong partnership between them-
selves derives its force and strength from creation.   A Marriage is established by the conjugal cove-
nant, that is irrevocable consent of both spouses.  Their vows must be witnessed by an official repre-
sentative of the church, either a bishop, priest or deacon.  The best man and maid or man of honor are 
the witnesses for the state. 
 
The priests are noticing many marriages that were never made sacraments.  There is a remedy. It is 
called a convalidation.  If the marriage was between a man and woman who were never married by  
a priest or deacon, they may be eligible for a convalidation.  No impediment must exist for a convali-
dation to occur.  Previous marriages can be an impediment.  Please meet with a priest to determine if 
you are eligible for a convalidation.  There does not have to be much fanfare, nor are exorbitant costs 
usually involved. 
 
In European nations, marriage was traditionally considered a civil institution.  Christians began to 
have their marriages conducted by priests in Churches; but it was in the 12th century that the Roman 
Catholic Church formally defined marriage as a sacrament, sanctioned by God. 
 
The teaching of the Catholic Church is that a married couple commit themselves totally to one anoth-
er until death. The vows they make to one another in the wedding rite are a commitment for as long 
as you both shall live.  After the death of one, the other is free to marry again or to remain single.  
 
In Catholic canon law, a convalidation of marriage is the validation of a civil marriage.  The same 
rules apply if your civil marriage is convalidated.  Both parties must demonstrate a freedom to marry. 
A previous marriage can be a roadblock.  You will need to meet with a priest if you plan to convali-
date your civil marriage.  He will investigate each individual situation to determine if you have the 
freedom to marry. 
 
Canon law exists to protect every Catholic.  The rules do not change from person to person.  Situa-
tions may differ. There are men and women, usually priests, but they may be deacons and lay women 
who have studied advanced courses in canon law, who are on the tribunals and difficult cases are re-
ferred to them.  The code of canon law is the official compilation of ecclesiastical law promulgated in 
1917 and again in revised form in 1983 for Roman Catholics of the Latin Rite.
