This has been a very difficult time for all of us;  we were all taken by surprise with this COVID-19 

virus.

They will be displayed in front of the rectory 

from Palm Sunday through Divine Mercy Sunday (the Sunday after Easter), then after the 12:30 

Mass, you can pick up your cross and bring it home where you can place it in your garden or at their 

grave site.   The crosses will be prayed over and blessed after the 12:30 Mass on Palm Sunday.     

This invitation is open to our Community, whether or not they belong to our Parish, and it is open to 

all denominations.  Let us all pray together as one, for our deceased loved ones.   

The price of the Cross is $25.00.   Orders will be taken after the Masses from February 13th through 

March 7th.  If you know anyone in the community who would like to participate, please have them 

call or text Eileen Rega at 631-236-3648 or email me at eileenrega@gmail.com.  Order forms will be 

in the Narthex where you can fill it out and drop it in the mail slot at the rectory (an envelope will be 

provided).   Checks can be made out to "Cash" or "Eileen Rega".    

Difficult times may still lie ahead.  We are grateful for the vaccine and look forward to being together 

again in ways that look recognizable but, until then, we must continue to love and serve one another.
