Gospel Reflection      Luke 4:1-13 
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Lent is a time when we are reminded that there is nothing we can do to win 
our salvation. It is a pure gift from God. Like Jesus in the wilderness, we are to 
allow God's plan to unfold in and through us. Lent is a time for us to enter 
actively into the mysteries of the death and resurrection of Jesus, and there 
to marvel at what God has done for us. 

The temptations of Jesus are the same temptations that we face when we are inclined to think that somehow we are in 

control. While the goals of the temptations may be admirable—feed the hungry, bring the world under the control of good, 

trust in God's power to protect us—we often choose to accomplish them in ways that are less than admirable. We try to 

perform the extraordinary so that what we do reflects favorably on us. We use brute force in order to achieve control. We 

put God to the test rather than live peacefully with God's plan as it unfolds within and around us. We seek to become the 

super-hero, the super-minister, the super-Christian on our own. In his responses to the tempter, we see Jesus constantly 

deferring to the power of God: It is not by bread alone . . . worship only God . . . do not put God to the test. In a real sense, 

these temptations are a reminder that the fundamental temptation is to deny our human limitations and refuse to let God be 

God for us. 

Jubilee 2025 
2025 is the Jubilee Holy Year, the 2,025th anniversary of the Incarnation of our Lord, an 
"event of great spiritual, ecclesial, and social significance in the life of the Church." The 
concept of "Jubilee" has its origins in the Book of Leviticus (Chapter 25) as a special year 
of reconciliation, pilgrimage, and coming home.  

Pope Francis has designated the 2025 Holy Year as a time to renew ourselves as 

"Pilgrims of Hope." 

What is Prayer All About? 
There are many reasons and ways to pray, but at the root of prayer is always the desire to be open to God's presence and His 
offer of love. It is the Spirit of the Son that calls the Christian community to prayer and brings each person to the Father. It 
was Jesus who entrusted His disciples with the Lord's Prayer. 

The Christian tradition also offers other texts, such as the Hail Mary, that can help to find words to address God: “By a living 
transmission—Tradition—the Holy Spirit in the Church teaches the children of God to pray” (CCC 2661). 

The prayer opportunities on the Jubilee journey show that the pilgrim holds the path to God “in his heart” (Psalm  83:6).

• Reconciliation 
• Prayer 

• Liturgy

Celebrating the Jubilee at OLL 

Oftentimes, a song will come to mind which really seems to express how we are feeling. This 
is also true for the life of faith, which is a pilgrimage toward the light of the Risen Lord. The 
Jubilee, which in itself is expressed as an event of people on pilgrimage to the Holy Door, also 
uses song as one of the ways of expressing its motto, “Pilgrims of Hope”.   
 

We at Our Lady of Lourdes will incorporate the Jubilee Hymn and Jubilee Prayer throughout 
this Jubilee year. You will begin to find cards in the pews with the prayer on one side and the 
hymn on the other.

Purple Lenten Cloth 
March 8th  & 9th  

  

As we leave Mass on Saturday, March 8th and Sunday, 
March 9th, each of us will receive a square of purple 
cloth to carry with us during Lent.  
 

It will remind us of Jesus' suffering and how we should 
honor Him with our love, prayers and sacrifice during Lent . 
Our Lenten Cloths will be given out at the doors of the 
Church. 

Purple is traditionally the color of royalty. The soldiers 
dressed Jesus in a purple robe and placed a crown of 
thorns on His head to mock His kingship. They did not 
know that this was no earthly king they were mocking, but 
the King of heaven and earth. And Jesus bore all of this 
with humility and divine mercy toward His tormentors. 

In order to remember and honor Jesus' divine Kingship and 
all He endured for us, the color purple is used throughout 
our liturgies and our church during the Lenten Season.

During Lent, Daily Mass will be held at 8:30am & 12:10pm.   Stations of the Cross will be every Friday at 12:45pm & 7:30pm.  

Lenten Practices 
March 5th - April 16th  

You may notice a few differences in the way we pray and decorate the Church during the season of Lent.  These elements in our 
Lenten liturgies allow us to focus more on the mystery of Jesus’ death and resurrection.   
  

Differences in Liturgy 

+ During Lent, we do not sing the Gloria except during solemnities such as St. Joseph (March 
19).  Outside of these special Masses, the next time we will sing the Gloria again at Mass will 
be on Holy Thursday at the Mass of the Lord’s Supper. 

+ The Alleluia is removed from the Gospel Acclamation (prior to proclaiming the Gospel) and is 
replaced with a different sung verse.  Together we will sing Alleluia during the Easter Vigil.   

+ Our liturgical music, in general, will take on a simpler, more solemn tone to reflect the 
season.   

+ At the Penitential Act, we will be singing “Kyrie Eleison” and “Agnus Dei” during the Fraction Rite. 

+ At the 11am Mass each week, we have been witnessing the spiritual journey of our OCIA (Order of Christian Initiation of Adults) 
candidates.  On the First Sunday of Lent, our catechumens will take part in the “Rite of Sending” as they go forth to the Rite of 
Election at St. Anne’s church in Brentwood. On the Second Sunday of Lent, our candidates will participate in the “Call to 
Continuing Conversion” right here in our parish.  During the Third, Fourth & Fifth Sundays of Lent, we will witness our Elect’s 
participation in the Three Scrutinies as they begin the final preparations for full initiation into the Church at the Easter Vigil.   

  

Differences in the Church Environment 

+ The décor during Lent is much simpler in order to represent the season.  The use of purple and darker tones help us focus on the 
subdued period of Lent.   

+ No flowers should be placed in Church during Lent.  The Roman Rite is specific about the use of flowers for this penitential 
season.  The only exceptions are on the solemnity mentioned above and on Laetare Sunday, the Fourth Sunday of Lent. (Note:  
Flowers brought to church for funeral masses will be removed following the funeral.)   

+ The statues in Church will be covered starting with the Fifth Sunday of Lent.  Covering the statues is a custom and a stark 
reminder of the significance of Lent and allows us to experience a glimpse of heavenly joy and resurrected life once the images 
are unveiled in time for Easter. 

  

 
 
 

Differences in our Practices 

+ Each year, Lent is an opportunity to renew our Christian faith, and we are encouraged to use the Three Pillars of Lent, prayer, 
fasting, and almsgiving as the means to grow in our relationship with God.  

+ Prayer: If you don’t have a daily prayer habit, Lent is the perfect time to begin. If you do, you can add a devotion or 
practice that will enhance your Lenten preparations  

+ Fasting: The Church only requires that we abstain from meat every Friday in Lent and on Ash Wednesday, and that we 
fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, eating only one full meal plus snacks that only add up to another meal.  But 
fasting can be much broader than that. It may look like giving up things like gossip, your favorite coffee order, or 
forgoing music in the car and replacing it with prayer. The goal of “offering something up for Lent” is to turn our minds 
to God.  

+ Almsgiving: Almsgiving reminds us of Jesus’s call to serve and connects us in solidarity with our brothers and sisters in 
need. It traditionally refers to helping the poor financially, but by extension, we can help anyone in need by our actions, 
as well. 

+ We can participate in Lenten devotions and spiritual offerings in the parish such as: 
+ The Stations of the Cross, taking place on Fridays during Lent, which allow us to pray and reflect upon Jesus’s final hours 
+ Shroud Encounter where we will explore the mystery of the Shroud of Turin 

+ Our Parish Lenten Mission “Lent and Life as a Journey to the Promised Land” with Msgr. Charles Fink 

+ and other events as they come up during the season (see the bulletin, our parish website, or our Facebook page for 
more information). 

+ Think about what will help you and your family focus on Lent and put something in your home that will remind you every day: a 
purple table cloth, a display with a crown of thorns, or holy water by your door.   

  

There is no better time to reconnect with or deepen one’s faith than Lent. During this time, we can draw closer to God as we 
prepare for the joyous celebration of Christ’s resurrection at Easter.  
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Stations of the Cross 
When Do We Pray The Stations of the Cross? 

We pray the Stations of the Cross at Our Lady of Lourdes twice each Friday of Lent at 12:45pm and 7:30pm.  
 

Why Do We Pray The Stations of the Cross? 

The Stations of the Cross, also known as the Way of the Cross, are a prayerful meditation on the Passion, Death, and 
Resurrection of Jesus. It consists of an Opening Prayer, 14 Stations, a Closing Prayer, and Blessing. The Stations are 
the story of how Our Lord suffered, died, and rose from the dead. There are meditations and prayers for each of the 
Stations that all participate in. 
 

How Do We Pray The Stations of the Cross? 

Our priests and deacons are the Presiders at the Stations. They lead us through the prayer, providing any direction 
that is needed. There is nothing to memorize as there are booklets at the entrances of the Church that have the 
meditations and prayers that are used. It is very easy to follow along. The Presiders will lead us through and make it 
a beautiful prayerful experience. During the prayer, the Presider will travel around the Church to each of the 
Stations located on the walls. The Stations will be introduced and then prayed, and we will use the booklet as our 
guide.  
 

Consider praying The Stations of the Cross this Lent. They provide us an opportunity to enter more deeply 
into the Lenten Season by praying and meditating on the great sacrifice that Our Lord gave for each of us.   

The Shroud of Turin is the most analyzed artifact in 

the world and yet remains a mystery. The 14-foot-

long linen cloth that has been in Turin, Italy for 

over 400 years and bears the faint front and back 

image of a 5'10" bearded, crucified man with 

apparent wounds and bloodstains that match the 

crucifixion account as recorded in the Bible. 

Millions of people over the centuries have believed 

it to be the actual burial shroud of Jesus.  

 

The SHROUD ENCOUNTER is a fast-moving, big-

screen experience using over 200 images. The 

program is a production of the Shroud of Turin 

Education Project, Inc. and will be presented by 

international expert and author, Russ Breault.  

 

There have been many tests and studies done in 

modern times to authenticate the Shroud’s origins. 

As recently as 2022, new scientific techniques were 

used to further counter inconclusive carbon dating 

tests performed in the 1980s attempting to discredit 

the artifact. 

 

SHROUD ENCOUNTER will cover all aspects of 

history, science, and art, as well as theories of how 

the image may have been formed. Join us for this 

highly acclaimed presentation.
